Spanish group Imagina has licensed its reality-adventure show El 
Conquistador Del Fin Del Mundo in Greece, with Athens-based prodco 
Studio Ata commissioned to make a local version.  
 
Greek terrestrial Mega Studio has licensed the format from Promofilm, a 
division of Imagina. Studio Ata will begin shooting 16 episodes in 
Argentina shortly, while the show is expected to air in spring 2010.  
 
The series will see nine men and nine women crossing Patagonia in 
Argentina in 35 days to "conquer the edge of the world." 
 
Studio Ata acquisitions manager Angelos Karagiannis told C21: "An 
amazing adventure, with tropical forests, rivers, lakes and mountains 
covered with snow, is waiting for people who believe that they can 
overcome different challenges that test their most extreme limits in the 
toughest game that has ever been produced on Greek TV." 
 
Last month, C21 reported that Studio Ata was in production on a 12-
episode local adaptation of FremantleMedia's Farmer Wants A Wife format 
for RTL Group-owned Greek terrestrial Alpha TV. 
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
